Humanitarian Award to Brad Perkins this evening, honoring his
dedication to excellence within the entire community.

Brad Perkins is the Founder and Chairman of Perkins Eastman
Architects, a New York based architecture, interior design,
planning and strategic consulting firm that was founded in 1981,
Under his leadership, the firm has grown to include 24 offices, 17 in the US, two in
Canada, and five international - Shanghai, Singapore, Mumbai, Dubai, and Guayaquil
Ecuador, with a fotal staff of 1,000, designing over 2,000 projects across North America
as well as in over 60 countries around the world.

Brad earned his BA from Cornell University in Latin American History, an MBA from
Stanford University, and a B.Arch from Cornell University and The City College of New
York. The firm is built around 16 specialized practice groups that include healthcare,
residential, hospitality, urban planning and design, and 12 others. The practice area that

was the initial driving force in the firm’s rapid growth, however, was senior living and care.

Brad has been a pioneer in designing for the senior population for over four decades
and rapidly became an acknowledged innovator and thought leader in the field.

The firm was among the first to approach aging not just as a care issue, but as a design
opportunity - to create environments that promote dignity, independence, and quality
of life for older adults.

The overriding mission of the Women's Auxiliary is to nurture, enhance, and support
quality of life initiatives for the Residents and clients that we serve. The Auxiliary
fulfills this mission by augmenting services, programs, and facilities provided by
Mozaic Senior Life. Our commitment to support ongoing programming, especially
throughout the COVID-19 pandemic, was a priority. With the strength and
determination of this group of women, we are proud to say we found creative ways
for the Residents fo have special treats, small group programs, and larger gatherings.

The Women's Auxiliary undertook the challenge to create a place for seniors in our
community in 1968. They were instrumental in building The Jewish Home for the
Elderly of Fairfield County, now called Mozaic Senior Life, which opened 52 years
ago on October 15, 1973. Hundreds of women have been involved as members
of the Board of Directors during its existence. Thousands of women have been @
part of our success through Auxiliary membership, volunteerism, and financially
supporting and participating in our programs and events.
